2) The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 27th November 2006 the Planning and General Purpose Committee
Meetings and the Finance Committee Meeting of 11™ December 2006 were confirmed and signed as correct.

3) Matters Arising from the Minutes:- Rogate ~ Website. A working committee is to be set up to look further into the feasibility of
a village website. In the meantime, the Parish Clark informed the committee that he had purchased & secured two Domain
Names for use by the website. A prototype website he had built was shown and it was agreed that it was a good base on which to
build.

4) Chairman’s Report:- The Chairman delivered a written report saying:- he had attended the WSCC Council Local Committee
meeting for the North Chichester area. This meeting is an attempt by WSCC to engage local communities in decision making
There was concerted criticism of WSCC's failure to come to grips with road repairs and blocked drains, and he felt he will only get
a feeling for the value of this series of meetings when he see how they have responded to these remarks.

WSCC have a fund called the Community Grant Scheme, which had £20,000 available for worthwhile local schemes.

He also attended a meeting on affordable housing, at which Martlet Homes explained what they have done and will do under their
contract with CDC

There is a meeting of the Rother Valley Forum next Monday at Elsted which he will attend, and both he & the Clerk would attend
the Annual Parishes Meeting, organised by Chichester District Council on January 25" at CDC Chichester.

5) Other Committee Reports:-

Finance Committee Report:-  Fiona Dix spoke to the meeting about the suggestions for improvements highlighted in responses
to the Parish Plan questionnaire. The Finance Committee Chairman Mr William Mason, presented the proposed budget (£15,877)
for the Financial year 2007/8

He said that, following considerable discussion, a precept of £20 per band D house was proposed by the Finance Committee on
the basis that this would provide sufficient revenue for the budget set while drawing £500 from the reserves.

The precept and budget were adopted on the basis that they represented a compromise which preserved the Parish's low precept
policy while providing seed corn funding for projects coming out of the Parish Plan. To provide for this, it was agreed that:~

To provide for this, it was agreed that:~

a) The Council will consider spending proposals arising from the Parish Plan. To this end the Finance Committee (at its next
meeting in July 2007) may consider providing some funding for small scale capital projects (possibly drawing on reserves).

b) Parish Plan projects will be considered by the Full Council or Finance Committee as a whole so that they may be ranked and
prioritised. This is a good resource budgeting technique given the finite financial resources of the village's council tax payers.
¢) The Council is not making a commitment to fund all capital projects arising from the Parish Plan and voluntary contributions are
to be looked for to help fund such projects.

d) Projects which, if implemented, would require ongoing revenue support from the Council are likely to be subject to rigorous
scrutiny. This is because, by supporting them, the Council would be committing the village's council tax payers to ongoing costs
for the foreseeable future.

District Councillor Ann Janes, agreed to research the likely ongoing costs which would fall to the Parish Council, were it to install
litter bins on the pathway outside Rogate Stores.

6) Highways:- The reinstatement of the cross roads sign post at Harting Combe had not been completed. The Clerk was to take
the matter up with Highways.

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Public Pathways. The condition of the Public Pathways around Terwick Church, was raised again. A lot of work is needed by
CDC to clear leaves and generally cut back and tidy all footpaths; the clerk said he would pass the information on to Highways
Dept. and look into inviting a representative to a future RPC meeting.

Introduction

The Parish Council Chairman, Peter Moss opened the evening by welcoming all present, and thanked them for attending. This
meeting he said is not of the parish council, but of the parishioners and is an opportunity for you to hear from some of the key
institutions in the parish, and about what they have been up to over the last year. However he continued, he wanted to make it
more about you than us, so he was going to ask all those who would be giving reports to be as brief as possible, and at the end
of the reports the floor to be opened for all gathered to ask questions if they so wished.

(2) Apologies for absence were received from, Mr John Arnold (Headteacher, Rake School), Mrs Jenny Chapman
(Headteacher, Rogate School),

(2) The Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 24/04/06 were confirmed and signed as correct.

) Rogate Parish Plan; Mrs Dix stressed that this was very much an ongoing operation needing to be regularly updated
as time and matters evolve. The data had highlighted items of concern included transport, more for the young people including
more youth club support, playground areas & equipment & the local environment & habitat including funding for all these items &
more. The chairman thanked Mrs Dix & all the many people who had given of their valued time in producing this extremely
important document.

(4) Parish Chairman’s Report; Mr Peter Moss said it had been less than a year since he took over as Parish Council
Chairman at the AGM last May & it had been a learning process for him and he hoped he had got it about right. He went on,
dealing with the routine first, we agreed that we would cut out our full council meetings in August and December, to avoid the
holiday periods, although the Planning Committee still meets every fortnight. They have considered 68 planning applications
during the year and recommended approval of 62 of those. We have responded to the District Council about the housing
element of the Local Development Framework. We have worked with the Highways Department to get speed limit roundels on
the A272 each end of Rogate. We have attended meetings of the Rother Valley Forum, the North Downs Local Committee
meetings of WSCC. We have inspected the Open Spaces and Playgrounds owned by us & we have also appointed a new
Clerk, lan Croucher, during the year.

The Council has agreed an increase in its budget for this year which will mean that a Band D property will pay a precept of just
over £20 per annum, an increase of 29%. The precept is still much lower than the Chichester District average, and the intention
is that the extra money is spent on benefits the parishioners will see.

There are three areas of outstanding business for the Council: first, Terwick Woodland, where the land dispute remains
unresolved; second the spreading of what is politely called sludge manure, on which higher authority seems unwilling or unable
to take any action; and thirdly enforcement of planning decisions on Brick Kiln Copse Farm in Harting Combe. He finished by
thanking his fellow councillors and clerks for their support and help during the year, particularly the outgoing councillors David
Brown and William Mason

(5) County Councillor's Report : Miss Hendon said it has been an extremely busy year at County Hall. In our recent
Financial Service Review we made savings of 15 million pounds, representing a saving of 3.75% on the base budget for 2006/07
(this excludes education). The County Council was recently awarded, along with Chichester District Council a 4 Star rating in the
Annual Review of the Audit Commission on comprehensive performance. This relates to a range of services provided, in
particular Adults' Services, Highways and waste disposal.

The long awaited public consultation on the future of the NHS in the County has been deferred until after the local
elections- with the summer recess looming it is still not certain whether this will happen until the autumn.

The Cabinet Member for Adults' Services will shortly be approving a revised 'Carers Strategy Action Plan' taking us
through to 2009- to include better liaison with GP surgeries and the Carers Liaison Groups in the County.

There will also soon be a joint commissioning strategy for people with learning difficulties currently living outside the
County- this with a view to bringing them back to West Sussex as soon as possible.

Finally- a speed limit review is underway and has reached a stage whereby the Cabinet member is ready to seek views

on the draft proposals- concentrating on feedback from the Parishes. He closed by extending his sincere thanks to Rogate
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Parish Council for their help and support over the last year, which has not been an easy one for me personally. | would also like
to thank our retiring District Councillor Ann Janes for her hard work over many years.

(6) District Councillor's Report;  Mrs Ann Janes started by saying that this would be her last AGM after some 24 years
serving the community. She went on to outline the need for more low cost housing in the area with the need to develop more,
smaller, bungalow type housing so as to release some of the larger family type houses no longer needed by their elderly
occupants for the new young families that so desperately needed help with the housings spiralling costs in the area.

The community’s strengths had been greatly bolstered with the £4,000.000 being set to rebuild The Grange at Midhurst thus
improving the sport & leisure activities in the area. She closed by giving her best wishes to who ever took over her role after the
upcoming elections and said although she had greatly enjoyed her 24 years, she was looking forward to a good long rest. The
meeting joined in wishing her well and thanking her for all that she had done for the Parish over the years.

@) Reports on Village Halls;

Rogate Village Hall; Mr Longley reported that it had been a good year although cash reserves remained low in relation to the
assets. The maintenance costs were likely to be relatively low this year and with the increase in storage currently underway the
hall was looking in good shape for the foreseeable future. Finally he reported that the number of Adult Courses such as the
Computer Club etc was increasing all the time and was proving a great success.

Rake Village Hall ; Mr Le Pla informed the meeting that the hall and its finances were generally in a good state and they were
grateful to the Parish Council for its regular financial support. The Tennis Club had realised their hopes of building its court this
year and has put in a request for financial assistance from Rogate and Liss Parish Councils towards the car-parking
requirements as per the original planning agreement. Mr Le Pla is to stand down as Chairman of their Management Committee
shortly and informed the meeting that Richard Kidd is to take over the position.

(8) Reports on Schools;

Rogate School; Mr Paul Hardwick, Chair of Governors reported on behalf of the headmistress, Mrs Jenny Chapman. This has
been a busy year for the school which had been awarded National Healthy School Status and presented with the Dyslexia
Friendly School Award and the Walk to School Award. He went on to say, that Rogate were one of only eight schools in the
county to achieve the National Healthy School Status which, for a small village school, says a great deal about the commitment
and effort put into the school by all the staff.

Rake School; Mrs Brown presented a report on behalf of the head teacher, Mr John Arnold, outlining the numerous and varied
activities and projects the children had undertaken over the last year both within the school, along with other schools and within
the community as a whole, in addition to the many regular activities going on at the school, such as visiting St. Luke's Church for
Communion, there have been a number of additional activities involving the children.

9) Rogate & Terwick Housing Association Ltd; Mrs Maureen Truss reported that the East Lodge conversion of flats to
one double and two single flats, all with separate bedrooms, had been completed on time and within budget.

Mr Roger Eade asked about the falling numbers at the local schools & if it would affect their long term future. Both Mr Hardwick
& Mrs Brown said it was felt that there were several factures to be considered including falling child population in the area, high
earning families sending their children to private schooling also the ongoing problem of children moving from the W-Sussex
system of intermediate schooling to the Hampshire system of secondary schooling. He further asked about the future of Landfill
Sites under the control of WSCC, Councillor Nola Hendon reported that we had less than 2 years worth of sites available and it
was becoming a major issue requiring long term considered planes for the long-term futer.

(20) Statement of Accounts;

William Mason Chair of the Finance Committee of the Parish Council provided copies of the Parish Council’s accounts for those
present to study and ask questions, he went on to point out that the council had under-spent by some £2,000 on budget and had
some £12,000 of free reserves for future works. Further details are available on request from the Clerk to the Parish Council.

(12) Any Other Matters which the General Public Wish to Raise included;

More hedges being needed to help combat soil erosion leading to mud running onto the local roads.

Look into sustainable energy such as solar & wind turbines along with water regeneration & uses.

Both attracting & keeping the young to the area, especially with young families was a priority, without these people, villages like
ours will die out it was felt by all.

More for the youth of the village by giving them somewhere to meet and enjoy the facilities.

More liaisons with the Hampshire side of Rake & Hillbrow communities.

Speeding traffic through the villages and surrounding roads are a constant concern.

The Rector reminded the meeting as last year, that it is estimated that there is only about 15-20 years of space left for burials in
the churchyard by which time some additional land will need to be required. He went on to further raised the issue of building
more small houses perhaps enabling some older people to move into bungalow type properties thereby freeing-up larger family
homes for the younger community.

The law allows AONB status to continue and there is no question of de-designation in the first
place & as for the question as to who would fund and manage the AONB areas left out of the Park, WSCC would look to form a
Management Committee or equivalent, that would work in much the same way as the South Downs Joint Committee but
obviously on a much smaller scale. It would be more akin to the other AONB's in West Sussex - High Weald and Chichester
Harbour. The funding would come from the partners involved including West Sussex County Council.

On the Fit for the Future consultation, mornings business at Full Council on October 12th, was devoted to debating this key issue
.We do not accept the 3 Options being tabled, which would leave the County with only one Major General Hospital - the threat to
A & E, maternity services and concerns over transport and access were all well thrashed out. Our formal response to The
Secretary of State will be sent after the final 2 CLC meetings have taken place at the end of this month .To-date 12 of the CLC's
have met and have all expressed strong dissatisfaction with both the consultation process and as | said before, the 3 options
being tabled. Those attending were certainly not convinced by the evidence for change put forward by the PCT or that the PCT is
really listening to them at all!

District Councillor: ~ William Mason informed the meeting that he had concerns as to whether the statements going around
that legally the AONB would continue even if we lost the park fight, should not be relied upon and said all parties should continue
their efforts to change the mind of the inspectorate.

Joint Meeting of the NW Frontier and Rother Valley C  ommunity Forums: At this meeting last month three items of general
interest were discussed.

The first was a presentation about sub-Post Offices closures, by an officer from CDC. A consultation will run from September to
December about the proposals to close 2,500 nationally, under which certain yardsticks have been established, mainly about
minimum turnover and accessibility. The impact on local communities, the viability of local shops without a sub-Post Office in
them, the proposal to build thousands of new homes in the district, and the increase in pollution resulting from more car journeys,
do not form part of the criteria. In our district there also needs to be consideration of the effect on the planning framework of the
loss of one or more sub-Post Offices; if Rogate village is to remain a Policy Settlement Area with the assumption that up to 16
more dwellings be built, it can only do so if it has a Post Office and a shop to support it. However, the government and the Post
Office seem to be totally focussed on profitability, not the viability of rural communities. It was also pointed by CDC that once
this round of cuts has taken place, the bar will be raised successively, so local shops/sub-Post Offices will have to reach ever
higher levels to survive.
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The second item was about “Visioning for Midhurst,” based upon a scheme undertaken by CDC in Selsey to revive the town
centre. The specific problems of Selsay were not the same as in Midhurst, however it shows on CDC'’s part an awareness of the
need to do something, and a realisation that talk of an M&S in Midhurst is wishful thinking.

The third item was a report on the results of a national survey about residents’ satisfaction with council services. The sample
was only about 1300 in the whole CDC area, of which the Rother Valley population represents 5.3%, but the results indicated
quite a high level of satisfaction generally, both in Rother Valley and district-wide, including areas such as crime, refuse
collection and leisure facilities.
